— three of the four players on the team are playing different positions
than they were when they won their first world title. Obviously the team
dynamics are different, as is the strategy, as a different person calls the

Our goal is to ensure
athletes and coaches from BC are among the best in Canada and the world by providing high quality programs from
the Canadian Sport for Life LTAD stages ‘Training to Train’, ‘Training to Compete’ and ‘Training to Win’.

The Curl BC High Performance Support Program is open to all athletes and coaches in the province, however,
applicants will be based on specific criteria such as their placement on the Curl BC ranking list, CTRS, past program
involvement as well as their previous two year’s provincial podium finish. All program applicants, received by the
deadline date, will be under the direction of either the Curl BC Provincial Coach or Regional Coach. Once funding
amounts are determined (June 2010), the Provincial Coach will establish the specific program details.

Support Program Details

There will be a program fee of $50 for each individual applicant. You will receive services depending on what stage of
the LTAD you are.

Host wins silver at Canadian Masters’ Curling
Championships

Richmond’s Karin Host rink of Lorraine Warn, Dianne Tasaka and Betty
Dharmasetia did BC proud capturing a silver medal at the 2010
Canadian Masters’ Curling Championship in Saint John, N.B.

The BC squad finished on top of their pool with a perfect 5-0 record
earning themselves a spot in the 1 vs. 2 game. They lost that game 11-4
to Nova Scotia but rebounded with an 8-5 semi-final win against New

Brunswick. Although the final game was close, the Nova Scotia team prevailed with a 7-5 victory over BC.

On the men’s side, Kelowna’s Garry Gelowitz, Roy Giles, Dennis Case and Fred Trussell also made playoffs. They
finished in a tie for first place in their pool but were placed in the 3 vs. 4 game as the second seed. Unfortunately,
their playoff run was cut short after losing a close 6-5 battle to Ontario, the eventual championship winner.

WCF elects new president

The World Curling Federation has elected Kate Caithness from Scotland
as president. Caithness, who has been serving as Vice-President since
2006, was elected to the post, gathering more votes than Les Harrison
who was seeking re-election, at the annual general meeting of the
Federation in Cortina d’Ampezzo, Italy.

Kate Caithness becomes the first female president of the Olympic
winter sport Federation of curling. She has been involved with curling
since the early 1980s. From being President of the Royal Caledonian
Curling Club Ladies Branch (1997-1998), she moved on to get involved
with the World Curling Federation.

Since 2000, she has been the driving force behind the World Curling
Federation’s development of Wheelchair Curling and was instrumental
in obtaining the admission of the sport into the Paralympic Winter
Games programme in Turin in 2006.

Switzerland’s Patrick Hirlimann was appointed Vice-President, taking
the role that Caithness has vacated. Canadian, Les Harrison, steps down
as president.

Among the other decisions made at the annual general meeting held
during the Capital One World Men’s Curling Championship, WCF
Member Associations also voted to:

- Not reduce the game from 10 ends to 8 ends

- Maintain tiebreaker games to determine playoff teams

- Keep extra ends

- Reduce time outs to one 60 second coach interaction with the time
clock running

- Allow electric wheelchairs at WCF wheelchair curling events

- Prohibit communications between the coach bench and anyone who
is not sitting in that designated area.

- Move the World Mixed Doubles Curling Championship and World
Senior Curling Championships from April to the month of November,
starting from November 2012

These decisions will be reflected in the new WCF Rule Book which will
be issued on the 1st of June 2010.
