Wow, is this ever a "busy season" for curling? It should remind us all just
how extensive and inclusive our sport is and how special the volunteers,
officials, fans and athletes really are. While the Paralympics were
wrapping up in Vancouver with BC Paralympians Jim Armstrong, Darryl
Neighbour, Ina Forrest and Sonja Gaudet capturing the gold medal, the
World Women's Championship was kicking off in Swift Current,
Saskatchewan and the Canadian Seniors Championships (men and
women) were starting up in Ottawa with teams from South Vancouver
Island representing British Columbia.

Within our province, as well as the Paralympics, the Chilliwack Curling
Club, lead by Chair Dick Allen, was hosting the 2010 Williams Moving &
Storage BC Mixed Championship presented by Merit Travel while the
Armstrong Curling Club was hosting the 2010 BC Open Stick Curling
Championship. In the interior, the Kelowna Curling Club hosted the
Canadian Wheelchair Curling Championship and the Nelson Curling Club,
with coordinator Fred Thomson, hosted The Dominion Curling Club
Championship - Kootenay Club Challenge for club championship teams.

Within the span of about ten days, curling was celebrating events for
wheelchair, stick, senior, mixed, and men and women club curlers. The
Vision Impaired Canadian Championship was held last month with the BC
team finishing with a 7-1 record. We all just finished watching Kevin Koe
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make an incredible draw to the button to beat Glen
Howard in the men's Canadian Championship. Not to
forget that the BC Winter Games for our juvenile
curlers was hosted in Terrace at the beginning of the
month. As well, the BC Masters championships (60+),
hosted in Grand Forks, also just wrapped up.

This leaves no doubt in my mind about curling being a
sport for life and a very inclusionary, adaptive
sport. There is room for everybody and we have so
many volunteers serving in the capacity of organizers,
officials and coaches. With all of this, we must be able
to convince our government funding partners that we

are both a performance and a participation sport and
that we are worthy of the maximum possible level of
funding.

A special congratulations and thanks to both the Tom
Buchy Team of Kimberley (BC Mixed Champions) and
Doug Meger Team (skipped by Dale Hockley, silver
medalists) for an incredibly exciting 12-11 extra end
final in Chilliwack. | think it says something about our
sport and the people in it when after the final game,
the two finalist teams went out for dinner together
and even invited the Curl BC President to join
them. Wow, it really is quite the sport we have!

Gold for BC wheelchair curlers

As with all of Canada’s curling teams, they would have
been disappointed with anything less than gold. The
2010 Canadian Paralympic curling team comprised of
BC’s Jim Armstrong, Darryl Neighbour, Ina Forrest,
Sonja Gaudet, coach Joe Rea and Calgary’s Bruno Yizek,
made Canada proud on Saturday by capturing 1 of 10
Canadian Paralympic gold medals.

Canada led 8-1 at the midway point of the game after
scoring three in the first end, stealing one in the second
and drawing for four in the fourth end. Korea then
made a comeback scoring two in the fifth end and
stealing two in the sixth and one in the seventh. With
the Korean tie sitting in the house in the eighth and
final end, Armstrong was able to remove the
opponent’s stone to capture the victory by a score of 8-
7.

While Canada’s Paralympic curling team was winning
gold, BC’'s other top wheelchair curlers continued to
dominate on the ice in Kelowna at the 2010 Canadian
Wheelchair Curling Championship. As the host
province, BC received two berths into the national
championship. As a result, it was an all BC final with
the Gary Cormack rink (Team BC — Host) taking on the
Gerry Austgarden rink (Team BC.)

The game was tied 3-3 after six ends with only singles
being scored by each team. Cormack then opened it up
with a key steal of three points in the 7th end.
Cormack and company were successful in holding their
opposition to a single point in the final end to seel the
win with a 6-4 score.

Congratulations to Gary Cormack (skip), Rich Green
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(third), Vince Miele (second), Corinne Jensen (lead), Samantha Sui (alternate) and Len Stewart (coach) on their gold
medal. Congratulations to Gerry Austgarden (skip), Frank Labounty (third), Whitney Warren (second), Alison Duddy
(lead) and Al Moore (coach) on their silver medal.

Jurgenson wins 2010 Canadian Senior
VWomen’'s Curling Championship

Christine Jurgenson and her Juan de Fuca Curling
Club team of Cheryl Noble, Pat Sanders and Roselyn
Craig now have two Canadian Senior Women'’s
Championship titles to their names.

Jurgenson received a bye to Sunday’s final after
finishing the round-robin in first place at 9-2. The
controlled the bulk of the final game against New

Brunswick’s Heidi Hanlon and entered the 8th end \ \ 7

with a one point lead and last rock advantage. However, their lead quickly disappeared after giving up a steal of two and

trailing 6-5 with two ends remaining. The BC squad remained focused and executed a double take-out in the 9th end to
secure five points and a four point lead coming home. They went on to run New Brunswick out of rocks and capture the
win by a final score of 10-6.

This BC team also captured the 2008 Canadian Senior and 2009 World Senior Championships with Jurgenson throwing
lead stones, Craig at second and Sanders skipping the game. The team decided to change the line-up this season in
order to spread the spotlight across all four players. The team will now represent Canada at the 2011 World Senior
Curling Championship in St. Paul, Minnesota, April 15-24, 2011.

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Nanaimo Curling Club’s elevator project complete

It's been a long time coming — from 2003 to 2010 — but the initial dream of a single stair lift to enable physically disabled
curlers to participate at the Nanaimo Curling Club has grown to include completely accessible club facilities, including a
full-sized elevator, and has now become a reality. The grand opening of the elevator took place on Tuesday, March 23,
from 4:30 to 6:30 p.m., with the formal ribbon cutting ceremony.

Funding from a BC Gaming Grant, the Nanaimo Community Foundation, and the City of Nanaimo Parks, Recreation and
Culture supported the project, along with generous donations from local businesses and anonymous benefactors during
the construction stage. Virtually every league in the club has contributed, both in cash and volunteer hours. Profits
from the 2004 BC Men’s Championship, the 2008 Canadian Masters, and the 2010 BC Seniors Championships were
poured back into the endeavor. Fundraisers and card parties at the club enabled the purchase of an automatic main
door opener. A BC Summer Games grant assisted with the installation of wheelchair accessible washrooms, while a BC
Senior Games legacy grant underwrote a ramp from the lobby to the ice surface. Wheelchair curlers now have easy
access to the playing area. Since the 2010 Paralympics are now showcasing wheelchair curling, the club can expect
even more new members in the future.

“This new elevator will keep our members coming out to the club, and permit them to be able to take part in all the
activities they wish,” stated co-chair Isabel Albrecht. “Everyone in the community will now have access to all of our
building, including the upstairs lounge for private parties and meetings, the main lobby restaurant, downstairs locker

room, and of course, the curling ice. We want to welcome all members of the public and hope to see them soon.”

Smith and
Campbell now advance to the Canadian Stick Curling
Championship in Winnipeg, MB from April 9-11"™

The Chilliwack Curling Club hosted the 2010 Williams
Moving & Storage BC Mixed Curling Championship
presented by Merit Travel this past week. The Tom
Buchy rink of Lori Buchy, Dave Toffolo and Robyn
Toffolo from the Kimberley Curling Club defeated
Royal City’s Doug Meger team skipped by Dale Hockley
in the final game. The high scoring final went to an
extra-end and finished 12-11 in Buchy’s favour.

Buchy went undefeated through the 8 team round-
robin event. Meger advanced to the final after
defeating Salmon Arm’s Dave Belway.

Buchy now advances to the 2011 Canadian Mixed Curling Championship in Morris, Manitoba, November 13-20".

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Master & Juvenile BC champions crowned

The 2010 BC Men’s and Women’s Master Curling Championships (60+) were held at the Grand Forks Curling
Club. Each event had eight teams that played off in two pools of four with the top two in each pool advancing
to the semi-finals.

On the men’s side, it was the Garry Gelowitz rink from Kelowna that was
victorious over Vernon’s Blake Kimura. Gelowitz scored two points in the
final end to win the BC title 6-5. Kimura won his spot into the final after
downing Duncan’s Bob Gallaugher 7-4 in the semi-final earlier that
morning, while Gelowitz edged out Ralph Will from Sparwood 9-3.

Chilliwack’s Bernie Sparkes narrowly missed making the playoffs after
losing an extra-end tie-breaker to Gallaugher. Qualicum’s Rick Dunn,
Richmond’s Seiji Mukuyama and Prince George’s Clarence Wigmore were

the other teams competing.

On the women’s side, Richmond’s Karin Host had to make her last stone
in an extra-end to defeat fellow club mate Heather Kerr, 7-6. Host had
to make a come-around tap-back for the victory. Victoria’s Sharron
Manick and Elkford’s Betty Pang were both eliminated from contention
after losing semi-finals that morning. Janny Merwin from Salmon Arm,
Lil Werenka from Kelowna, Ann Johnson from Vernon and Irene Creally

from Qualicum all finished with a record of 1-2.

While these more seasoned players were battling it out in Grand Forks, the future players of the game (under
16 years) had battles of their own at the 2010 BC Winter Games in Terrace. Following the same pool format as
the Masters, these Juvenile curlers took to the ice to compete for a provincial title.

The Corryn Brown team from Kamloops defeated Nanaimo’s Kalia Van
Osch by a score of 6-4 in the girl’s gold medal game while Cloverdale’s
Brooklyn Leitch captured a bronze medal beating Richmond’s Jessica
Houston rink. North Vancouver’s Emily Gardner, Trail’s Kelly MacKay
and Terrace’s Samantha Sears also competed in the event.

It was a nice end to the season for Vernon’s Tyler Vandenberghe who

went undefeated on the boy’s side of the competition. Vandenberghe

played second on the junior men’s team that lost a heartbreaking BC final earlier this season. Vandenberghe
and company were tied 4-4 with Langley’s Mitchell Styba and scored 4 points in an extra-end to seal the
victory. Meanwhile, Kitimat’s Ryan Baruta’s squad stole three in the final end to win the bronze medal over
Kerry Park’s Paul Henderson.
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Sport BC honours Paralympic curler Jim
Armstrong with Harry Jerome Comeback Award

The Sport BC Harry Jerome Comeback award recognizes a BC amateur athlete who demonstrates great perseverance
in the face of adversity, a trait that epitomizes the story of Paralympian Jim Armstrong, this year’s award recipient.

After experiencing success in competitive curling, including six Brier appearances, Armstrong was forced to leave the
sport in 2003 due to disabilities affecting his knees. Now, seven years later, Armstrong has returned to sport winning
gold for Canada at the 2010 Paralympic Winter Games.

“Every year, the Harry Jerome Comeback Award recipient embodies the qualities that make sport so compelling,”
said Rick Christiaanse, Executive Vice-President of Sport BC. "Jim Armstrong is no exception. Throughout his athletic
career, Jim’s knowledge, sportsmanship and dedication to his sport have elevated the level of both able-bodied and
wheelchair curling.”

“We are proud to present him with this award as a tribute to his journey.”

On March 31, 2010 at the 44th Annual Sport BC Athlete of the Year Awards presented by TELUS, Armstrong will be
honoured for his long road back to amateur sport alongside 19 other athletes, coaches, and officials who represent
BC'’s best.

The award ceremony will be held at the River Rock Show Theatre in Richmond, BC and is both the first sport
recognition event following the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic Games and the longest standing sport recognition
event in Canada. Previous Harry Jerome Comeback award winners include Emily Brydon, Silken Laumann and Harry
Jerome himself in the award’s inaugural year, 1968

Competition Coach:

The Competition Coach program prepares coaches to work with competitive and intermediate level athletes. The
new program is now streamlined offering both technical and theory education sessions in one weekend by Curl BC
Learning Facilitators. No prerequisite is required, but it is recommended that you have previous coaching experience
or are former athletes of the sport.
