6.(n) Fifth players: 


i.  Are only permitted at all levels of play for Men's, Women's, and Juvenile Competitions up to and including provincials;


ii.  A curler may serve as a fifth player on any team for which he or she is eligible including Rule 6(c) or (d), but if that curler has already competed at the same level of competition, he or she may only accompany a team as a fifth player to a more advanced level of competition.  

6.(o)  At Men's, Women's and Juvenile Competitions, fifth players declared in accordance with Rule 6(n) will be permitted to access the team during fifth end breaks and time‑outs.  

RECOMMENDATION #3:  Delete rule 7.(b) as it is difficult to track, and renumber remaining rules in the section. 

RECOMMENDATION #4:  Reduce the amount of time a team must give notice to the Head Official when making a coach change prior to the game to a more practical notice period.  

7.(f)  Any change in coaches must be communicated by the team to the Head Official at least 30 minutes prior to the start of the game.  (Rather than the pre‑game practice.)  

RECOMMENDATION #5:  Delete Rule 8.(d) as competition guideline and templates now exist, and renumber remaining rules in section.

RECOMMENDATION #6:  Change current rule 8.(e) wording as some pre‑provincial competitions use a draw to the button to determine hammer:

8.(e)  Whenever possible, as time permits, each team will be allowed a ten (10) minute warm‑up before each game, where they may throw sixteen (16) rocks total per team on the same sheet of ice on which they are about to play.  Where a coin toss is used to determine the hammer, the team with the hammer will practice first.   

RECOMMENDATION #7:  Revise current Rule 9.(g) to clarify there is no limit to the number of rocks during the ten‑minute pre‑game practice at provincials.  Rock limit only applies to pre‑provincial championships.  

9.(g)  Each team will be allowed a ten (10) minute warm‑up before each game on the same sheet of ice on which they are about to play.  There is no limit to the number of rocks that may be thrown during this ten‑minute warm‑up.  The team with the hammer will practice first.
