4.  ENHANCED CAPACITY

4.1 COACH EDUCATION REPORT – Karen Watson


Program reported a successful year, although still having difficulty getting enough Level 1 coaches for the Juvenile level.  It was emphasized again that the 2010 BC Winter Games requires Certified Level 2 coaches and that Directors must communicate this to their clubs, athletes and coaches.  Karen also stressed importance of a good curling experience for this beginning level as they are our future adult curlers.  

• Changes to NCCP:  Competition Introduction will replace the current Level 2 Certification.  Key change will be more evaluation after course completion.  Although Club Coach will still be offered, more emphasis will be put on this new course as it will allow coaches to take a team to the BCWG.  
• Facilitators:  Will require the training of more Learning Facilitators –potential cost of $7,000.  A facilitator training session will be scheduled for 2nd week of September.
• Courses:  Recommend that the Club Coach Youth course stay at same price but that there be an increase to the new Competition Introduction course.

4.2 FINANCES – Marnie Jepsen
Key Points



• Responsibility of all Directors to be familiar with the sources of revenue; where funds are used; be aware of the annual budget, financial statements and auditor reports; understand budget variances.


• Curl BC Funds:  General (core operations); Gaming (grants restricted to specific purposes/projects); Athlete Development Fund (specific funds received only for athlete development); Invested in Capital Assets Fund (value of capital assets net of amortization). 


• Curl BC has reached a financial milestone: $1,000,000+ in revenue which may in fact qualify us for another level of funding.


• Revenue sources:  Government funding – 39%; Member Dues – 27%; Sponsorships – 10%; Playdowns – 10%; Programs – 6%; CCA - $5; Other – 3%
• Allocation of affiliation dues:  65% to Capacity Building; 25% to Participation; 10% to Interaction.

• Audit completed:  “clean opinion” with no management recommendations from the auditors.

• Key principles in new proposal – Fair, equitable and sustainable.


• Proposed per member rate is still in the bottom 5% of any provincial sport organizations.


• Proposing a maximum 10% fee increase for a club over previous year, fees based on a rolling 3-year membership. The audit process for clubs who operate a drop-in membership will be maintained. 

• Hardship component included in proposal with procedures to be formalized.


• Re-emphasized importance of Feb. 15th deadline for reporting membership numbers to allow the 
budgets to be determined in a timely fashion.

Curl BC will budget annually to provide one championship banner to the winning teams at Curl BC provincial events, currently in the categories of Juvenile (except BC Winter Games years), Junior, Women, Men, Senior Women, Senior Men, Master Women, Master Men, Mixed and Wheelchair.  The banner will include the name of the club the team declares itself as representing.

2.  If a sponsor provides a championship banner or banners, Curl BC will not supply any additional banners for that category or categories.

3.  Curl BC will not provide duplicate banners, but will provide supplier information to a team if it wishes to purchase a matching banner or banners for team members who belong to other clubs.

4.  Curl BC does not have the authority to provide additional banners to teams that win a National, World or Olympic event.

a. Prior to September 2010:  select the fourth place finisher from the 2010 BC Winter Games.



b. Following the Back Door Competition:  select the second place team at the back-door competition if a team withdraws from the program after that event takes place.


c. Following the Qualifying Playdown: select the runner-up team if the first place team is unable or unwilling to attend the Canada Winter Games.

6.2 MEMBERSHIP REPORTING UPDATE – Penny Bartel


• Core funding for Curl BC is based on accurate information provided by our members.  Curl BC must be more accountable for monies received. Reporting of age category rather than birth date was permitted this year. Slightly over ½ of our clubs provided some or all of the information we are required to submit.

• Membership is listed at 25,168 active curlers – up 237 from the previous year.  

• School participation listed at 17,636 – although only 34 clubs reported school curling numbers.


• Discussion on policy regarding membership of clubs who do not provide payment of affiliation dues by deadline of November 15th and/or names by the Feb. 15th deadline.

6.3 UPDATE ON PEACE CURLING PROPOSAL – Scott Braley & Terry Vandale


• Review of the proposal to the Peace Curling Association to affiliate BC clubs in the Peace region through Curl BC to accurately report BC participation numbers.

• Early indication was a hesitation on behalf of the Peace Curling Association to allow the CCA per sheet assessment to flow-through Curl BC, but recent discussions are promising.

6.4 ROCKS & RINGS PRESENTATION – Penny Bartel


• Outline of the program which introduces curling to elementary school children by bringing the rink to the gym was presented by Penny as Chad McMullen unable to attend.  Directors expressed enthusiasm for the program and emphasized that there needs to be a tie in with the local club, particularly for follow-through.  

• The cost for Curl BC to support the launch of the program is $3,000 (for equipment, etc.) and initial plans are to target the Vancouver area.  


• It was suggested that we consider budgeting for the purchase of a set of the equipment for each of the 11 Regions.

7.  ENHANCED INTERACTION

7.1 SPONSORSHIP UPDATE – Scott Braley


• Noted current sponsors are listed in the Annual Report.


• Reported that a potential sponsor for the Wheelchair Provincial didn’t pan out, so the committee will be looking for local sponsorship.  Also we are still working on a potential bank sponsorship.


• Announced that Williams Moving & Storage has renewed their sponsorship for another three (3) years.


• Sponsorship agreements with Canadian Direct Insurance, Merit Travel and Best Western are all set to end next year.  The agreement with Scouting Solutions has been cancelled.
7.2 GRANTS UPDATE – Scott Braley


• Reported that we have retained the same grants as previous year including Core grant ($120,000); Canadian Sport Centre Pacific ($170,500); CCA High Performance ($10,000). 

7.3 MARKETING BENEFITS – Liz Goldenberg


• Stressed that we need to do a better job of getting the message out on the “value of membership” for belonging to Curl BC.


• Will work with the staff to market this concept.

7.4 CANADIAN CURLING ASSOCIATION UPDATE – Terry Vandale & Scott Braley


• The National Curling Conference and AGM will be held starting June 16th.  Terry, Scott and one other will attend on behalf of Curl BC.
